Participants will also need access to a computer.

1. Introductions-  Make sure all participants have signed the sign-in sheet and received the Using FlipShare for Editing Video handout.   Save the second handout for later.
2. Have participants access https://bcpsworkshops.pbworks.com.
3. Review workshop outcomes and available resources in the wiki. Explain that some of the resources will not be used in this workshop. They are available for those participants who are interested in learning more about video on their own. (These files are: Converting Video with Prizm, Exporting a Movie for Editing, Editing a Movie Using Windows Movie Maker.)
4. Explain that participants will view some examples of student created videos. They are to use these examples to help them to think of ways that video can be used in education to support instructional strategies. After viewing the videos, they will be working in groups of three to discuss their ideas.
Show the video examples.

Have them form groups of three. One person in each group should take notes as well as contribute ideas. Notes can be taken in different ways. Some suggestions are:

· A list in a Word document

· Rapid Fire in Inspiration

It will be helpful for them to be able to see their ideas. Do not let them video record their discussion. They will video record their ideas later.
Show them the differentiation triangle. Explain that the bottom of the triangle corresponds to content, the middle is process, and the top corresponds to product.
Give them a couple more minutes to talk in their groups to identify which of their ideas could be used to differentiate the content, process, or product.

5. Show them how to use the Flip Video camera. The instructor can use the PowerPoint, Flip Video Presentation, as a visual aid while explaining the basic functions. 
Explain the assignment: Participants in their groups will be video recording each other talking about their ideas. Give them this prompt: One way video can support student learning is…
Other talking points they may want to consider:

· How does this differentiate instruction (which part of the triangle)

· What part of the curriculum does it support

Give them a couple minutes to decide who is saying what. Each person takes a turn talking on camera while the rest of the group is recording. When the group is finished, each person will have recorded the other two in the group.

6. Demonstrate how to plug the camera into the computer and capture the video clips. Participants should follow suit. If the software has been previously installed, the program should open automatically.
7. First demonstrate and then have the participants follow to do the following things (see handout: Using FlipShare to Edit Video):

· Save the clips to the computer

· Preview a clip

· Trim a clip

8. Continue in this manner using the handout as a reference to have the participants:

· Add clips to a movie

· Add a title and credits

· Add music to the movie
· Create the movie. As FlipShare is converting the clips into a movie, since this can take some time, skip to item #10 below.
· Export the movie

9. Let participants view their movies.

10. Get suggestions from the participants for ways to manage student use of the camera. If necessary, prompt them to consider these concerns: time, sound, video quality, planning. 

When the clips have been converted to a movie file, return to item #8 above and have them export the movie.
11. Have participants save their movie to their H: drive.
12. Distribute the handout, Strategies for Increasing Student  Achievement. Have participants in their groups read through to select one strategy they particularly like to share with the entire group.
13. Ask if there are any questions and remind the participants about the resources on the wiki.
